St. Paul’s Cathedral

St. Paul’s Cathedral is situated in the City of London. It was designed by Sir Christopher
Wren who was not only an architect but also one of the best geometers of his day, a
mathematician and astronomer. It took Wren 35 years to build the Cathedral which is the greatest
of English Churches. It is considered to be a fine specimen of Renaissance architecture.

The Cathedral is 515 ft long and 180 ft wide. Its famous dome is the largest church dome
in the world after St. Peter’s in Rome. The Cathedral is Gothic in plan but the details are classic
Renaissance. In one of the twin baroque towers there is one of the largest bells in the world,
Great Paul, weighting 17, 5 tons.

Inside there is a wonderful mixture of architectural work, paintings, mosaics and statues
which are monuments to generals and admirals who are buried there and among them Admiral
Nelson and the Duke of Wellington (under his command the army of the allies defeated
Napoleon at Waterloo in 1815).

When Christopher Wren was 90 he was carried here once a year so that he could see his
beautiful work. He himself is buried in the Cathedral. There is no monument to Christopher
Wren but on his tomb in the centre of the Cathedral there is an inscription which reads: “If you
seek a monument, look around”. The inscription is in Latin.

St. Paul’s Cathedral was partly destroyed in 1941 by a direct hit from bombs. After the
war it was restored.

TAPESCRIPT — Cooepicanue ayouposanus

I first got the idea of going to work in a primitive village in Africa when my daughter
decided to spend her gap year in Uganda, teaching English to schoolchildren. Her tales of the
terrible poverty but fantastic optimism of the people there really got under my skin. I was in my
mid-fifties, had worked for almost 30 years in a stressful job and really wanted a change. |
realized that what my daughter had done was just the kind of thing I was looking for. After
discussing it with my wife, Kay, I informed my boss that I would be leaving at the end of the
year. He thought I was mad of course, just like everyone else. After all, I was giving up a six-
figure salary in the City of London and of course he was a bit worried about finding someone
else for the job. In the end though I think he understood that it was something that meant a lot to
me. I think he even envied me in a way...

In the beginning, I thought it would be a lot harder to give up all the luxuries I was used
to. We lived in a beautiful house in Chelsea, regularly dined out in fancy restaurants and drove
expensive cars. Things couldn’t have been more different in Uganda. I will never forget arriving
at the village that was to be our home for the next 12 months. Crowds of people came out to
greet us, cheering and smiling. It was the most unbelievable welcome I have ever had. Then they
proudly led us to our accommodation. Well, I’'m telling you, it was no Chelsea townhouse!
Basically, it was a mud hut with no electricity which meant of course no lighting, heating, oven
or fridge. It was extremely primitive, but that’s exactly what I'd expected. What I found

shocking was how much more cramped and unsanitary the homes that the villagers lived in were.
Our house was regarded as quite luxurious compared to them!

Not having electricity was one of the most difficult aspects of life there. It really brought
home to us just how much we take for granted in the western world. We had to use a big pot, like
a bucket, for cooking. We had to fetch all our drinking water from a well, then boil it over a fire,
as this was the only way we could sterilize it. Then it was a race against time to cook before the
sun went down and we could no longer see. The house itself had a thatched roof with a hole in
the middle for the smoke from the fire to escape. The walls were made of long sticks covered
with mud. The floor inside was just earth, patted down hard. We only had piles of straw to sleep
on but I can safely say that I slept better than I ever had before while I was in Uganda. It was just
so peaceful. You don’t realize how much city noises disturb your sleep until they’re not there
anymore.

We found it quite hard to settle back down in England after we returned from Africa —
so much so that we are considering going abroad again. We are already in the planning stages,
but we are going to try another continent this time. I think once you get the travelling bug, it
never leaves you.

The developers claim that they will be so energy efficient that
residents will have no utility bills at all!l They will collect their own water and be
powered by solar panels and wind turbines. The homes offer a way of tackling two of
Britain's biggest environmental concerns — the growing mountain of discarded tyres and
the high levels of carbon emissions from housing.

5. In a few years we might be living in “smart” houses. A smart house is a house where the
appliances have a computer fitted inside them, so that they can “communicate” with each
other. For example, groceries are ordered when your fridge sees that you are running low
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on essentials and when you enter your home, temperature, lighting and music are
activated according to your personal preferences.

6. Accidents in the home account for about forty per cent of all accidents and a third of all
accidents treated at hospital. The most dangerous area of the home is the living room,
followed by the garden, kitchen, stairs, bedroom and bathroom. The main factor is age,
with young children having the greatest number of accidents. Falls are by far the greatest
cause of fatal home accidents, causing more than two thousand deaths in Britain each
year.

7. There's nothing more discouraging than spending hours at the weekend cleaning and
organizing your home, only to find it in a total mess again by Wednesday! So, why not
set aside fifteen minutes per day for maintaining your living space in order to minimize
clutter as the week goes on? Good ideas include assigning one small, quick job to each
member of the household each day, and putting something back where it belongs every
time you leave a room.
